The Affects of Economic Growth and Income Inequality on
Poverty in Middle East and North African Countries

Tiirkce Ozet

Giinlimiizde, yoksullugun azaltilmasinda, ekonomik biiyiimenin ve gelir esitsizliginin 6nemi herkesge
kabul edilmektedir. Bu ¢alismada da Orta Dogu ve Kuzey Afrika tilkeleri i¢in gelir esitsizligi, ekonomik
biiyiime ve yoksulluk iligkisi incelenmistir. Tahmin edilen regresyon modellerinde bagimli degisken,
iilkelerdekiyoksulluk oranlari (poverty index), agiklayici degiskenlerise gelir esitsizligii¢in GINI katsayisi
ve ekonomik biiylime oranidir. Analizler, 1985-2015 dénemi MENA iilkeleri igin gergeklestirilmistir.
Analize dahil edilen iilkeler; Cezayir, Bahreyn, Misir, Iran, Irak, israil, Urdiin, Kuveyt, Libya, Fas,
Katar, Suudi Arabistan, Sudan, Suriye, Tunus, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri ve Yemen’dir. Bu iilke grubuna
iliskin degerlendirmeler panel veri analizi ve mekansal haritalandirma teknikleri ile yapilmistir. Analiz
ve degerlendirmeler, Stata 14.0 MP ve GeoDA 1.8.8 Paket program araciligiyla yapilmistir. Genel olarak
elde edilen sonuglara gore; Ulkeler homojendir ve yoksulluk, ekonomik biiyiime ve gelir esitsizligi
iliskisi 6nemsenecek diizeyde giicliidiir. Ayrica gelir esitsizliginin azaltilmasi yoksullugu azaltmakla
birlikte ekonomik biiyiimenin yoksullugu azaltma etkisi ¢ok daha fazladir.

ingilizce Ozet

It is now well-established that economic growth and income inequality is an important actor in the
poverty reduction. In this study, for Middle East and North African countries (MENA), the relationship
between income inequality, economic growth and poverty was investigated. In estimated regression
models, dependent variable for income inequality is poverty rate (poverty index) and independent
variables; for income inequality GINI coefficient and economic growth rate. Analysis were handled of
MENA countries for 1985- 2015 time period. These MENA countries were included: Algeria, Bahrain,
Egypt, Iran, Iraq, Israel, Jordan, Kuwait, Libya, Morocco, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Sudan, Syrian, Tunisian,
United Arab Emirates and Yemen. The assessments for MENA countries were made by using panel
data techniques and spatial cartogram map techniques. Analysis were made by using Stata 14.0 MP
and GeoDA 1.8.8 package programme. Generally, from the obtained results; MENA countries are
homogenous and the relation between poverty, economic growth and income inequality is very strong to
be considered. And economic growth affects poverty positively more than income inequality.
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
